The Circle Program is a non-profit organization committed to serving girls. We value volunteers and consider them to be the strength of our program.  Volunteering for our program requires dedication and a strong commitment.  As a representative of the Circle Program each volunteer is responsible for upholding and maintaining a positive, safe and healthy relationship with her Circle girl.  The goal is to develop and maintain an on-going relationship based on the following:

· Unconditional acceptance of each girl as an individual
· Positive, female role modeling
· Plan age appropriate activities with the girl
· Focus on positive behaviors and traits which each girl naturally exhibits
· Be aware of and maintain healthy boundaries
· Effective communication with Circle parent(s)
· Keep lines of communication open with the Circle staff.

Who are Circle Girls?
Circle girls are girls who could benefit from new opportunities to help develop a better sense of self.  They are enrolled in the program by attending a residential camp with a school year follow-up program with female adult volunteers from their nearby communities.

There are two groups of girls in the Circle Program:

· Ages 9-11 who attend a three week camp session with one-to-one mentoring twice a month throughout the school year

· Ages 12-18 who have graduated from the above program.  Groups of 2-3 girls meet with one mentor once a month throughout the school year and attend a camp session.

What is the Time Commitment?

Dedication to a Circle girl and our program means:

· Spending time with a girl from September through June
· Keeping monthly contact logs
· Attending Circle Program meetings for volunteers, held every other month
· Attending Circle Program group activities whenever possible
